(Bucharest) and the Institute for National Minorities (Cluj-Napoca), and in public
partnership with the Mihai Eminescu Trust (London-Sighisoara-Viscri), Freedom
House (Washington-Bucharest) and Patrimonium Transsylvanicum (Cluj-
